North Indian village.  1959.  (32 min.) : col.

16mm.   This film studies the village of Khalapur, which has always  shared the vicissitudes of a larger region and civilization, while keeping many features that have remained essentially the   same for centuries.  The relationships between men and women, the hereditary occupations of castes, and forms of worship are explored in this film.

E 184 (U.S HISTORY—ASIAN AMERICAN)

Jade Snow Wong. 1977. (27 min.) : col.

16mm.   Mr. Wong named his fifth daugher Jade Snow, after it snowed in San Francisco in 1922.  Not content to be the dutiful, industrious and respectful Chinese daughter, Jade Snow wanted   other things, including a college education.  Her father was  saving his money for her brother's education, so Jade Snow went to work as a maid.  With her earnings and scholarships, she graduated from college with honors.  Her father finally acknowledges her achievements.  Revealing a father's pride, he offers a blessing for her at dinner.

GV (SPORTS/DANCE)

AVF-2222.

Music and dance of the Hill people in the Northern Philippines.   1971. (12 min.) : col.

16mm.  Included in this film is a performance on the Pakkong, a bamboo instrument used by women to frighten snakes while playing, and a performance on the bamboo tube zither.

AVF-3055A.

History of modern dance - part I. (29 min.) : b&w

16mm.   Professor Masami Kuni narrates and traces the history of modern dance.  Dances are done by students in Tokyo, Japan.  "Modern" dance began 100 years ago.  Previous dances were formal with set patterns such as the Rococco and Baroque styles.  In "modern" dance, the dance wants to be free and feel free,  behave more natural.  Demonstrations show the various exercises used from which the dancers create natural movements.  Modern  dance was called by such names as "the new dance", "aesthetic dance" and "expressive dance" in other parts of the world.

AVF-3055B.

History of modern dance - part II.  (28 min.) : b&w

16mm.  Professor Masami Kuni explains the development of modern dance at the turn of the century.  America wasn't ready to accept the art form and the leaders went to Europe.  A need existed to develop a new technology and a search for models followed.  Hellenistic, eastern and Japanese forms were studied but technical expression was not solved.  Pantomime was borrowed  from drama and stories in modern dance were tried.  Several good modern dance leaders emerged in the United States.  Avant garde music and scenery were added.  Classic ballet and modern dance differ in the solution to gravity.  In ballet, the dancer is lifted while modern dance uses physics.  Movement can be accentuated from the ankle to the neck and extend it by running  and jumping.  The concept of "space with movement" was developed.  For example: dancers create circular space by moving into a circle with other variations of square and triangular space.  Professor Kuni has students demonstrate some of his work.

16mm.   Taiwan: Mrs. Li, whose husband is a salaried factory worker, is a full participant in farming and community activities in addition to her role in supervising the children's education and managing the household.

Hoy Fok and the island school. 1974.  (32 min.) : col.

16mm.   A 14-year-old boy living with his family on a fishing junk near a small island in Hong Kong Territory reflects on his visits to an ancient harbor town, on his experiences in school, and on his future.  His teacher, his parents, and the village headman povide three other vectors on Hoy Fok's life and expectations.

AVF-2270.

Three island women.  1975.  (17 min.) : col.

16mm.  A young, middle-aged, and an old woman all agree that life in  Hong Kong waters is better for them now than it was in the past.  Participating fully in the island's decision-making and economic life, they also share equally with men in the rigors of manual labor.

AVF-3249.

Loving hands.  1988.  23 min.) : col. 

16mm.   This film shows how a mother can transmit love, energy and well-being to her infant through massage.  Shantala, a young mother, seated outdoors with her baby, demonstrates the soothing rhythmic movements of the traditional Indian art of infant massage.  With hands working in harmony upon her child's body, she releases the tensions along his back, liberating his chest for breathing and gently but firmly animating the extremities.  The baby responds to his mother's touch with quiet sounds of  satisfaction.

An ecosystem: a struggle for survival.  1975 (22 min.) : col.

16mm. Each group makes demands on the forest resources, but will survive only if the forest's ecosystem survives.

Cholera.  1961.  (3 min.) : col.

16mm.     Public health background in India and clinical symptoms.  One seventh of the entire human race lives in India, many under conditions which favor the perpetuation of cholera.  In country huts beside stagnant pools, or on crowded city streets, water contaminated with fecal excreta may serve for bathing, drinking, clothes washing and dish washing.  In a brief review  of the public health background in India, the film depicts conditions which give rise to cholera.

People are many, fields are small. 1975. (32 min.) : col.

16mm.   Three farm families, engaged in Taiwan's long summer two-crop rice cycle, compare their lives to those of industrial laborers.  Both pride and anger are expressed concerning  conditions of farm life.

The rural cooperative.  1975.  (15 min.) : col.

16mm.   The Tsao Tun Farmers' Association typifies rural cooperative in Taiwan.  9,600 families own the cooperative and rely on it for services ranging from irrigation, provision of seeds, farm  implements, and fertilizers to crop storage and marketing.

They call him Ah Kung.  1975. (24 min.) : col.

16mm.   Ah Kung, like most of his schoolmates, will inherit the family farm.  Yet he may choose to leave farming, attracted by industry and the urban lifestyle.  Ah Kung's personal dilemma symbolizes a national educational problem affecting Taiwan's ability to continue to feed its population adequately.
