AUDIO
Cassettes:  (+) inexpensive; easy to record.  (-)  poor preservation quality, slow to specific part

CDs:  (+): fast to specific part; long lifespan.  (-)  no easy recording ability


VIDEO


       Transparencies:  (+) not too expensive, re-usable.  (-)  requires projector; copying blackline masters

       VHS:  (+) inexpensive for playing/recording.   (-) preservation quality poor; slow to specific part

       DVD:  (+) fast to specific part; long lifespan.  (-) no easy recording ability

· Caution on CALL software:  avoid “drill & kill” and other worthless software
